In particular, 
the valuation of transactions under IAS 39 and hedge accounting raise major challenges 
for credit institutions.

Categorisation
The starting point of IAS 39 is the clear assignment of fi nancial assets and liabilities to fi ve 
categories. This assignment of fi nancial instruments to an IFRS category has far-reaching con-
sequences because both the valuation of fi nancial instruments and their treatment in fi nan-
cial statements are strongly infl uenced by the IFRS category selected.

Impairment

because of its complexity and continued to apply the local GAAP methods. Auditors focus 
more and more on the correct implementation of impairment in accordance with IFRS.

Hedge accounting
The Hedge Engine is the standard software solution of zeb/ and covers all aspects of 
hedge accounting for interest rate risks under IAS 39. The module supports both cash-
fl ow and fair value hedge accounting as well as the fair value option with bank-wide con-
trolling. The controlling and treasury management processes are fully supported from 
the creation of hedging relationships to the performance of effectiveness tests and from 
determining posting consequences to subsequent plausibility checks. The functionalities 
are rounded off by comprehensive simulation options, the audit-proof documentation of 
the hedge process and the competency system with logging function.

Valuation
The zeb/ifrs-Valuation module supports the different methods for determining amortised 
costs (at a constant effective interest rate) and for valuation at market prices (fair value 
principle). Market prices may, for example, be calculated on the basis of current quo-
ted market prices (mark-to-market) or fi nancial models (mark-to-model). Its functionalities
include the representation of all product types both in transactions for customers and for 
own account as well as the consideration of fi ctions, model assumptions and impaired 
performance.

Posting

on the basis of the transactions supplied by zeb/ifrs. The object postings are translated 
into posting records through parametrisable mapping that is adjusted to the bank’s indivi-
dual posting approach.
